& Space Science classes visited the City's water and waterwater treatment plants.

Students learned about the process involved in water treatment. Raw water is extracted 
from Lake Travis, goes through a treatment and filtration process at the water plant, and is 
then moved through the distribution system to be delivered to our homes and businesses.

Students then were taught about what happens after the water we use at our homes and 
businesses is sent down the drain. They learned that this water is returned to the City’s 
sewer treatment plant where it is treated then used for irrigation in our City.

City of Lago Vista Garbage and Rubbish Ordinance
The City of Lago Vista is taking the next step to keep Lago Vista Beautiful by asking all res-
idents to place their solid waste and recycling containers out of sight from neighbors and 
traffic on the public roadways.

Soon the entire city will be canvassed and residents notified if there is a code violation. In 
accordance with the City of Lago Vista Garbage and Rubbish Ordinance, we ask that you 
conceal your solid waste and recyle containers (except on your scheduled pick up day.) The 
ordinance states:

Sec 6.102 General Regulations
F.  Each dwelling shall have solid waste container which must be inaccessible to dogs and 
other animals and which should be concealed insofar as possible from viewing from a 
public street or adjoing properties. Arrangements should be made for waste pick up so 
that containers are visible on waste pick up days and are immediately returned to normal 
storage areas within twelve (12) hours after trash pick-up.
